This wa= in or shortly efter 1934, Henshaw said. Shortly after thip he says,
Smith told him that there was 50 for anyone who had worthwhile information on
on Linn Gale (approx.) formerly secretary to Congressman Hildebrand. This wa s
on behalf of George Sullivan, later a witness before the Dies cormittee
