A former member of the British Colonial Office, Tracy Phil-
lips was known to be in close touch with "appeasement circles" in
England before the war, Lady Astor and Lord Halifax, whose names
were then associated with the so-called Cliveden Set, were among
Phillips' intimate friends. Phillips was also said to be a very
great admirer of Benito Mussolini, He was a frequent visitor to
Fascist Italy., In October 1938, Phillips attended the Congress of
the Internetional Colonial Institute in Rome, With him at the time
was Viscountess Dorothy Downe, well known in Englend for her pro-
Nazi sympathies and as an-intimate friend of Sir Oswald lioseley, the
leader of the British Fascists who is now in jail,

The Fascist Government of Italy displayed considerable
warmth towards Phillips who as late as March 1940 publicly expressed
his admiration for the brutal Pascist colonial policy in Africa. He
informed the English publics "the Italian technique of overseas set-
tlement offers us much to learn."

Interesting Connections

Us S. State Department officials might find of greatest in-
terest the relations that have existad between Phillips and certain
fascist-Ukrainians in North America who have been connected with the
German War Office and the Germen liinistry of Propagande.

Tracy Phillips arrived in Canada from Englend on June 10,
1940, and was promptly contacted by Luke Myshuha, editor of the pro=
Nazi Ukrainian-Americen newspaper, Svoboda. This paper was banned b
the Canadian Government subsequent To exposures of its pro=-Nazi char:
acter appearing originally in The Houre Myshuha hurried from his of-
fice in Jersey City, Ne Jo, to Canade to meet Phillipse. Myshuha's
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newspaper, Svoboda, published an article welcoming the "distinguished
visitor," Tracy Phillips. Only a short time before this, Myshuha
had returned from Nazi Germany, where he had been a guest speaker

on one of Dr. Goebbels' radio programs.

Phillips' visit to Canede had been preceded by that of a
fascist=Ukrainian, W. Kissilevsky, who spread the word that Phillips
was coming as a "special emissary of Lord Halifex," TFrom the day
he set foot on Canadian soil, Phillips was enthusiastically hailed
by fascist-Ukrainian organizations set up by representatives of the
German Intelligence Service., The very friendly reception accorded
to Tracy Phillips by these persons at a time when Germany snd Englan
were at war seemed rather strange, to say the least.

As & matter of fact, Phillips' association with the fascist-
Ukreinians dates back some years. In the summer of 1939, Phillips
visited the town of Alassio, Italy, and spent a week at the Villa
Romanea, home of Jacob Macohin, a meeting place for Nazi-Ukrainien
agents from all perts of the world. Macohin is himself a key repre=-
sentative of a fascist~Ukrainien organization, which has its head=
guarters in Berlin. According to the London Daily Express of De=
cember 5, 1933, MHacohin was then proclaiming his intention to lead =
fascist-Ukrainian army of 600,000 men, trained aend equipped by Nazi
Germeny, against Soviet Russia. Interestingly enough, W. Kissilevsky,
who now serves as Tracy Phillips' private secretary, formerly worked
as a propagenda agent for Macohin,

Aid to the War Effort?

Tracy Phillips has been in Canada for two years. His in-
fluential friends in England were doubtless useful to him in securing
his present position with the Canadian Department of Wer, Services.
Phillips now works with a section of this Department celled the Com-
mittee on Canadian Citizenship which has the function of or?anlzlng
the foreign born behind the war effort of the United Netionse

It would appear to The Hour that, in view of his strange
connections and expressed opinions, Tracy Phillips is hardly the
man to organize effective support of the war effort or to give
"advice" +to the United States State Department.
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1IORE ON TOP KICK

On August 22 we urged that U. S. ifilitary Intelligence con-
duct an immediate investigation of Top Kick, a new "comic" magazine
intended for nastionwide distribution among members of the armed for-
cess We revealed that this publication, while purporting to be of a
humorous character, was in reality spreading propagande which could
heve the sole effect of undermining confidence in the army leadership,
stirring up misgivings about the U. S. Government and fostering doubts
and suspicions against Great Britain and Russia.

In Top Kick, the editor's name appeared as "Jack Dinsmore.”
A Cleveland investipator for The Hour informed us that "Dinsmore"'s
real name was Charles Rothman (President of Charles Publishing Company,
1102 Carnegie Hall, Cleveland, Ohio), and we included this information
in our story on Top Kick. We have since learned that Rothman is the
publisher, not the eaitor, of the fascistic pseudo=-conic magazine.
The editor is a man by the name of David Gordon.

Gordon's Career

A former Cleveland newspaperman, David Gordon has had a
shoddy record as an editor and publisher of obscene publications. One
of his magazines, which was called Hot Dog, was suppressed because of
its pornographic content. A similar Gordon publication was Secrets.
The magazine Top Kick, as we previously reported, combined pocrnography

with fascist propaganda.

Several months ago, Gordon =~ who was converted to Catholi=-
cism in 1936 == began issuing a publication called Catholic Interna-
tional, "a magazine of Christian decency for the Christian home." Per-
meated with anti=Semitic innuendo, the Catholic Internetional came-
paigned vigorously against all inter-faith activities. 1In other of
his "religious" writings in the Catholic Mirror-of Springfield, Chio,
Gordon referred to Charles Chaplin as & "mon-Christian," slandered
Albert Einstein and offered apologies for Hitler's persecution of the
Jews. The November 1940 issue of the Cetholic Mirror carried an arti-
cle by Gordon entitled ™A Christian at the Movies," in which this pub- -
lisher of pornographic literature inveighed with righteous indignation
against "sex-drenched novels" and "perverted" moving pictures.

Gordon Interviewed

A short time after The liour's disclosures about Top Kick,
a reporter from the Cleveland Press interviewed David Gordon., liention
ing the fact that Gordon clains to be a member of the Legion of Decenc
the reporter asked Gordon whet he thought of his new magazine. . The
editor snswered, "I am ashamed of ite We went too far with the ob-

scenity. I will have to tone it dovm."

During the course of the interview, Gordon stated that he wa:
a former member of the Christien Front, the pro-aAxis organization whic

was headed by Nazi propagandist Father Charles E. Coughlin,
A (iore)
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Shortly after the above interview, Gordon notified the re-
porter from the Cleveland Press that he had decided to discontinue the
publication of Top Kick (the first issue of which, inoidentally, remains
on newsstands throughout the country)e Gordon was not very explicit
in the reasons he gave for ligquidating the magazine. Whether or not
David Gordon stops publishing Top Kick, we recommend that Federal
authorities investigate this shady editor and his latest publishing
venture. Gordon should be asked where he obteined the obviously Nazi
propagande material which fills the pages of Top Kick,

FACTS ABOUT STRASSBURGER

A report reaches The Hour that the Wew York State Chember of

Ralph Beaver Strassburger has for many years been the owner
and publisher of the isolationist, anti-Administration newspaper, the
Norristown, Pa., Times Herald. In eddition to his activities as a pube
lisher, lr. Strassburger was formerly one of the chief sponsors of the
so-called American Committee for the German Relief Fund, Inc., and en
honorary member of the "German Society." lr. Strassburger's wife,

Mey Bourne Strassburger (daughter of the late Frederick G. Bourne ,who
emassed many millions from Singer Sewing Machine and other concerns)
was & behind-the-scenes financial supporter of Women United, the sub-
versive unofficial ladies auxiliary of the Americae First Committee. In
March of last year Mr. Strassburger set up whet was described as &
one-man "relief" organization for Marshal Petain, and was reported to
have donated §$500,000 to send supplies to Vichy. He was one of the
very few private subscribers to Transocean News, chief official Nazi
pPropaganda outlet in the United States.

When Government investigators raided the Transocean News ofe
fices of the Nazi agent Menfred Zapp in 1940, they found evidence that
lir. Strassburger and the Nazi agent had been in close contact. On April
25, 1940, Zapp wrote the following letter to Iirs Strassburger;

"I want to thank you especially for the interesting interview T got and
I will certainly take you at your word and take the liberty of calling
on you next weeks I am sending you, as I promised, the full text of the
third German White Book containing documents found in Warsew regarding
Americen foreign policy."

The German White Book was an official Nazi Propagande publi-
cation based on forged documents aimed at discrediting the foreign pol-
icy of the United States Government, As a result of Zapp's "interviews"
with Mr, Strassburger, the publication of this Nazi material was made
pPossible in this country. lir. Strassburger personelly put up the sum of

$4,250 to finance the distribution of 17,000 copies of this Germen
White Book,
