Tomorrow, October 2nd, Senator Burton K. Wheeler will hold forth in Los
Angeles, home of the motion picture industry which came out on top in the
so=-called Senatorial investigation sponsored by the Senator. Nazis and sub-
versivists, 1solationlists and appeasers, hate-mongers, anti-Semites, advo-
cates of disunity -- all will shout themselves hoarse in approval of the Mon-
tana Senator when he addresses them at the Olympic Auditorium tomorrow night.
It will be the same crowd of rabble-rousing fellow-travelers who cheered ex-

enator Rush D. Holt when he spoke at the Los Angeles Philharmonic Auditorium
on September 3rd (illustration on page 6).

Senator Wheeler arrives at the film capltal -- which he and his colleagues
have smeared through the investigation that boomeranged -- amid the cheers of
the German-American Bundits and the blessing of Herr Doktor Goebbels, dictator
of the Relch press.
