The United States, by far the richest, most 

productive country in the world, is today 

fighting a tragic, delaying action against 

enemies of small comparative economic 

strength. 

This is only because we lack the planes, 

tanks, guns and battleships, to say noth- 
ing of trained officers and men, to defeat 
our enemies quickly. Back of this lack, 

however, is a long, sad history of apathy, 

false sense of security, political short- 

sightedness, factional hatreds, and ideo- 

logical confusion. Behind it all is the sinis- 

ter story of skillful enemy propaganda that 

helped to hamstring and delay legislation 

for armaments, lend-lease and selective 

service. Enemy propaganda fanned sus- 

picion, hatred, and confusion. Enemy 

propaganda working cunningly, tirelessly 
and ruthlessly scored innumerable victo- 

ries in our very midst. 

The American public was not wholly 

unaware of such activities prior to Decem- 

ber 7. But the average patriotic American 

reasoned as follows: “These Axis propa- 
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gandists are permitted to operate because 

after all we are still at peace. They are well 

known to F.B.I. and other authorities. Our 

government knows that in modern war, 

propaganda is as important as planes, 

tanks, and bullets. Once American soldiers 

are in a shooting war, enemy propagan- 

dists, as well as spies and saboteurs, will be 

put where they belong.” 

We have now been in a state of all-out 

war for more than two months. Investiga- 

tion of Axis propaganda in Southern Cali- 

fornia since December 7 reveals the fol- 

lowing: 

1. Southern California, key war produc- 
tion center of the whole United States, is 
spotted with subversive organizations ag- 
gressively spreading dissention, defeatism, 
obstruction to our war effort and open dis- 
loyalty to the United States of America. 

2. Sincere but uninformed wishful think- 
ers have lulled us into a false sense of secu- 
rity by over-emphasis of the idea that “since 
Pearl Harbor we are a one hundred per cent 
united people.” Few who make this state- 

 



ment have taken pains to find out how the 

Axis is today continuing to use that section 

of our population which was openly or cov- 

ertly pro-Hitler before December 7. The 

general public remains apathetic. 

3. There is no adequate control of such 

enemy propaganda in spite of the efficiency 

of the F. B. I. in this vital field. 

4, There is at present a state of non-alert- 

ness concerning enemy activity on the 

propaganda front that is comparable to the

Enemy propagandists know 
that even though only a small fraction of those 
reading the circulars attend any of the meetings 
advertised, the remainder of the circulars still 
serves the purpose of stimulating suspicion and 
disloyal thoughts in some of those who read 
them.

What Is 

Enemy Propaganda? 

  

Prior to December 7, the thoughtful citi- 

zen, if asked the question, “What is Axis 

propaganda activity in this country like?”’, 

would have answered: 

“Tt’s the spreading of false ideas . . . to 
make us believe that the Nazis are invinci- 

ble... that Hitler is a great man . . . that 

the Jews are responsible for everything 

evil... that England started the war. . . 

that Roosevelt is the most vicious man on 

earth, etc., etc.”” 

His answer would have been correct. 

The same answer is true today. There 
has been no change in the basic Axis prop- 

aganda line for the United States. Today, 
just as before December 7, it is worth con- 

siderable to the Axis powers to have more 

and more Americans continuing to believe 

and continuing to spread those same pre- 

posterous ideas. 

There has been only one change in the 

status of these Hitler legends since our en- 

try into the war. Before December 7, they 
were merely “Axis propaganda.” Today, 

they are ENEMY PROPAGANDA. 

The organized spreading of these ideas 

may be termed “enemy action” on the 

propaganda front. Since December 7, any- 

one engaged in spreading such ideas re- 

gardless of his purpose may be termed an 

“enemy propagandist.” It is in this sense 

that the terms “‘enemy propaganda” and 

“enemy propagandist” are used in this re- 
port. The word “‘subversive”’ is used in this 
report to refer to persons or organizations 

whose activities tend to undermine our 
form of government, to foment racial or 
class hatred, or to otherwise weaken the 
defense morale of our people in accord- 
ance with the Axis propaganda program.



Southern California— 

The Achilles’ Heel 

  

The Southern California area contains ap- 

proximately three million persons, a large 

proportion of whom are directly or indi- 

rectly engaged in defense work. Within 

this area is concentrated a greater vital de- 

fense production than within any like area 

in the United States. 

In addition, partly because of this de- 

fense activity and partly because of its geo- 

graphical location, this area is an exposed 

and likely target for direct military action. 

It is likewise a most promising field for 

espionage and sabotage. 

Southern California, particularly Los 

Angeles and vicinity, is certainly an area 

in which public morale is of vital impor- 

tance. Morale admittedly has a direct rela- 

tionship to defense production. It is also 

vital to civilian behavior in times of air 

raids, sabotage disaster or other emer- 

gency situations in which the type of panic 

created by the enemy during the invasion 

of France might conceivably be duplicated. 

Public morale in this area therefore 

deserves the special consideration of all 

thoughtful Americans. That such morale 
has in the past received the careful con- 
sideration of Axis agents bent on weaken- 
ing it, is a matter of record. Today it is 
receiving the same careful consideration 
from enemy propagandists. 

In this area there are many types of 
subversive organizations, some secret and 
some not so secret, devoted to spreading 

enemy propaganda. Some of these organi- 
zations are holdovers from pre-war groups 
—the rallying points for subversive ele- 
ments from such groups as America First, 
National Copperheads, Christian Ameri- 
can- Guards andthe Kw Klux Klan, Others 
aré new organizations under such names as 
World Events Forum, Friends of Progress, 
United Minute Men and Women of Amer- 
ica, The People’s Church, and the like. 

The larger meetings of these groups are 
skillfully recruited. Use is made of mailing 
lists of persons believed to be sympathetic 
to their ideas. Innocuous appearing an- 
nouncements of such meetings are also cir- 
culated among the general public by other 

means. They are even surreptitiously dis- 

tributed on street-corners near churches of 

recognized denominations as the congrega- 

tions leave their places of worship. As a 

result, audiences of from 400 to 700 who 

from time to time attend the larger meet- 

ings are not made up of the same people 

but new and different groups of persons 

are successively brought in and exposed to 

the influence of enemy propagandists who 

are speakers there. 

Moreover, the full extent to which en- 

emy propaganda is spread by these organi- 

zations is not truly pictured by the mere 

tally of their official meetings. At the larger 

gatherings the listeners are trained to form 

small individual cells in their own com- 

munities, talking at first cautiously with 
their immediate neighbors and later call- 
ing them together at home meetings to fur- 
ther the ideas théy carry away from the 
larger meetings. The possibilities of this 
method of dissemination are unlimited. 

It is not possible in this report to give 

detailed accounts of all of these meetings 

or even a substantial percentage of them. 

However, the next section presents some 
details concerning the character of a few 

of the larger groups meeting regularly.

We are now fighting total war. This not 

only means that our total resources and 

spirit must be thrown into the conflict but 

also that defeat would result in total ex- 

tinction of our freedom and, in fact, of our 

existence as a nation. Anything which de- 

tracts from morale reduces our total effort 

and thus aids the enemy. And yet there is 

being carried on a widespread campaign 

of enemy propaganda attacks on morale. 
* * * 

High morale of our armed forces is es- 

sential to our success. Loyal Americans 

realize this and are untiring in their efforts 

to sustain and encourage our men who are 

so valiantly defending us. Yet, enemy 

propagandists continue to widely distrib- 
ute the following appeal designed not only 

to obstruct recruiting and enlistment but 

also to destroy the morale of our armed 

forces: 

“Young Man, your lowest aim in life is 

to be a good soldier . . . 

“A good soldier is not a man, he is not 

even a brute. A brute only kills in self de- 
fense. All that was human in a good sol- 

dier, all that was Divine in him, all that 
constitutes the Man, was sworn away when 

he took the oath of enlistment. 

“Young Man, you can’t fall lower than 
to be a good soldier, it is the depth beneath 

which the human cannot go.”

The same circular continues: 
“But remember, one who is drafted, 

does not enlist. And furthermore, a young 
fellow who enlists, usually does so because 
he desperately needs a job. Terrific pres- 
sure of economic circumstances usually 
causes it.

to kill some one.

Such insistent reprinting of docu- 
ments repeatedly proven false is standard pro- 
cedure in enemy propaganda technique.

It is all very well to be partisan in poli- 

tics, but where the salvation of our democ- 

racy and our way of life is involved, all 

loyal Americans support and uphold our 

government. A patriotic citizen should 
point out and urge the adoption of better 

and more effective methods of winning the 
war, but he should not and he does not 

attack government officials for the sole 

purpose of causing our people to lose con- 
fidence in them. Not so the enemy propa- 
gandists. They say: “While remembering 

Pearl Harbor, don’t forget that our armed 

forces are honeycombed with incompetent 

upstarts.”... 

“Those who are supposed to represent 

us do so no longer. We do not understand 

what has happened to our democratic gov- 

ernment, but we are not going to stand by 

and do nothing about it. There are three 

ways that Congressmen and_ politicians 

have been controlled—by intimidation, 

bribery and assassination. We have got to 

clean house.” .. . 

“Is Nazism coming to this country dis- 

guised in the robes of ‘defense of democ- 

racy ?...Do we have Fascism today in 

the United States?” ... 
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“THE WHOLE COUNTRY IS SEETHING 

WITH DISCONTENT! ... Yes, German and 

Japanese Aliens are committing suicide— 

but this is nothing to what we are going to 

see on the part of some home grown varie-

In Unity there is strength. Anything 

which will create disunity weakens us and 

aids our enemies. If they can create hatreds 

and suspicions among our people, they 

have won a substantial victory and we have 

sustained a serious defeat. Thus we find 

the enemy propagandists distributing lit- 

erature stating: “Chaos is coming to Amer- 

ica for this war is a race war and a money 

system war, but one race and one money 

system will have to disappear and I do not 

have to tell you what race nor what money 

system. The answer is, JEWS.” 

* * 

The foregoing are only a few examples 
of the propaganda that has been widely 
distributed since December 7. The list 
could be extended indefinitely. Such state- 
ments have been made on frequent occa- 
sions to large audiences consisting of hun- 
dreds of persons. Circulars from which 
some of the foregoing quotations were 
taken have been widely sold and distrib- 
uted. It is all part of an organized enemy 
propaganda campaign, which reiterates, in 
leaflets and speeches: “Remember: The 
U.S. Attorney General says we have a per- 
fect right to talk—and we will!” 

By Their Fruits 

Ye Shall Know Them 
  

Government action has put an end to the 

activities of known enemy agents through 
the elimination of enemy consuls, consular 

agents and persons registered as enemy 

agents, and by detention of aliens known 

to have enemy associations. However, the 

spreading of the same type of propaganda 

as they were engaged in still continues, and 

the sowing of new seeds of disloyalty goes 

on. In addition to spreading apathy and 

disunity, obstructing our war effort and in- 

terfering with recruiting, this activity also 

creates a favorable atmosphere for outright 

espionage and sabotage. 

In Southern California, organizers, 

speakers, literature distributors and gen- 

eral organization handymen, such as F K. 

Ferenz, Ellis. Q. Jones, James McBride, 

“Robert Noble and the Van Meter Brothers, 

are still aiding in the dissemination of 

propaganda which follows the identical 

pattern of that previously put forth by de- 

parted or incarcerated enemy aliens. This 

is not surprising when the pre-war back- 

ground of these handymen is considered : 

F. K. Ferenz has been operating The 
a 
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Continent at 2509 West Seventh 

Street, Los Angeles, California. He is the 

publisher of a swastika-decorated volume 

entitled “Hitler.” He has been a distribu- 

tor of German propaganda films and Ger- 
man language records in Los Angeles. His 

motion picture films, sometimes accom- 

panied by talks by such persons as Herman 

Max. Schwinn, have been shown in many 

theatres. Because of such activities he was 

ousted from the Mason Opera House in 

Los Angeles and his eviction was upheld 

by the Superior Court. 

James McBride can be best characterized 

by his testimony under oath before the As- 

sembly Fact Finding Committee on un- 

American Activities in California when he 

admitted he had visited the Deutsches 

Haus (headquarters of the German-Ameri- 

can Bund in Los Angeles) on many occa- 

sions, including a celebration of Adolph 

Hitler’s birthday. He also testified: 

“Q. Did you ever meet Mr. Goebbels? 
A. lwishT had. 

“Q. And you made a statement that you



thought he was a fine gentleman. A. 1 

think he is, yes... . 

“Q. How about Mr. Hitler? A. Mr. Hitler 

is a Christian.

A Board of Inquiry NOW May Avert 

Another Pearl Harbor 

  

There is no more earnestly conceived pol- 
icy of our government in connection with 

the present war, than its determination 

that it shall not justly be criticized for 

“witch hunting.” 

It is clear, however, that enemy propa- 

gandists are taking advantage of this lib- 
eral policy and using it for the protection 

of their activities. 

It has been shown that all up and down 
the vital Southern California coast line, 

there still exists a shrewdly laid network of 

enemy propaganda activity, eating away at 

the civilian and military morale, and at- 

tracting subversive minded individuals 

amongst whom recruits for espionage and 

sabotage are most readily found. While the 

public is apathetic, lulled by a false sense 

of security into the belief that we are a 
100 percent united people, enemy propa- 

gandists grow in number and boldness.
