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Proposing a model 
swastika camp for 
American Nazis

Foes of Fascism are denouncing the opening ... of the 

twenty-first camp established in this country by American 
Nazis. At the dedication ceremonies in Andover, N. J., hun- 
dreds marched in brown-shirt uniforms, Italian-American 
guests of honor. marched in black shirts, the swastika flag 
floated over the buildings and the 6,000 spectators clicked 

heels and gave the Nazi salute. 
It is understandable that this Fascist fiesta is arousing 

protest. . 

But suppression would serve a purpose less useful than 
encouragement. What would be far more effective would be 
to license the Nazi camp and even subsidize it with Federal 
funds on condition that it be truly representative of the 
present-day German Government. 

Model Camp Described 

This model camp, as I vision it, 

is surrounded by a high barbed- 

wire fence, behind which the happy 
inhabitants are compelled to labor 
at low wages. A third of their pay 
is deducted for the maintenance 
of the army and the munitions 
‘plants of which, in this model city, 
there are a gratifying number. 

- The diet of the inhabitants is 
simple, consisting occasionally of 

‘one-pot dishes, so that the savings 
may be contributed to the glory and 

the girth of Goering. 

One Big Family 

Inside the model city there is 

a concentration camp crowded 

with Communists, Jews, trade 
unionists, liberals, Catholics and 
a few Protestants who protested 

too much. On the ground are 

the corpses of a dozen inuen shot 

while ungraciously resisting the 

kindness of their jailers. 

Spanish Babes Too . 
Here and there, spiked on the 

barbed wire to prove the efficiency 

of German munitions, are the bodies 

of Basque babies. Also the remains” 

of a hundred Nazi soldiers drafted 
for service in Spain and sent back 

as heroes, but unfortunately dead. 

Behind these grim entanglements 
the citizens not in the concentra- 
tion camp walk in lockstep to the 
roll of drums and the incense of 
burning books. They give the Nazi 
salute when not otherwise engaged 

in tightening their belts, 

All Is Heil 
The voices of the children sound 

faint, for they are lost in the noise 

of marching feet, the elatter of 

machines in the munitions works, 
the shouting of “Heil!”—the groans 
in the concentration camp, and the 
cries of “All’s well!”—of the sen- 
tries standing guard over the 
Corpses, z 

Let Them All Look 
This is the model swastika city 

as it should be erected at And- 
over, N. J. And to it should be 
sent, in great excursions financed 

by Washington, citizens from all 

over the nation so that they may- 
look and learn, and remain for- 

ever outside of the barricades.
