In furnishing photographs to the Commission in the future we will be alert to insure no photoyraphs are sent from the Laboratory if the investigation pertaining to such photographs has not already beer incorporated in an investigative report. Lf such investigation has — previously reported, we will transmit the photographs to the Commission 
under cover ef letter as we have done in the past. 
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If we are unable to determine readily whether investigation which - as = relates to a particular photograph has been incorporated in an investi gitive report, We will send four copies of the photograph to Dallas with a request that Dallas & Getermine waether the inveatigation has been reported. If no investigative report ae has been submitted, Dallas will submit one and attuch photographs as exhibits as x indicated ebove. If the report has been previously submitted, Dallas will prepare 
a letterhead memorandum suitable for dissemination identifying the report in which the pertinent information is sct forth and will attach three of the photographs as 
exhibits.
