1, This memorandum is for information only. SEMA SLO ty 

2, By memorandum entitled "Threat to CLA by Some © Black.Power Elements," dated 11 December 1967, Ladvised you of *y the results of inquiries with the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the review of exisling materials in the Office of Security concerning militant "Black Power! organizations and porsonalities, I specifi- . . cally noted those groups and personalities which have expressed an hostility against this Agency and its operations,

3. Since that time additional significant information has been received which reflects increased activity on the part of the militants, coupled with threats for what they have termed "The Bloody Summer," Although the ranks of the »xtremists are still proportion- ately small, their threats of violence must be given greater weight than might normally be attributed to their small percentage of the U.S, 

  

    

Negro population. A review of these recent developments is attached \ im for your inforrnation, . ‘ 

4. In addition to the new information on the extreme mili- 
tants, we have also noted two scheduled developments for the months * of April and May which will be of interest to you. They are: 

a. Beginning on 22 April 1968, Dr. Martin Litthe r 
King, Jr., and his Southern Christian Leadership Conference (§G1 ; 
iLL tniliRle their "Poor People's Campaign" in Washington, D.C. 
On that day, Dr. King has indicated he will lead "waves of the nation's
