As stated in the referenced communications, the 
photographs sought by Mr. Fensterwald, described in his letter 
to you dated August 28, 1972, are not in FBI files, The 
General Counsel of the Central Intelligence Agency informed 
this Bureau by letter dated Cctober 11, 1972, that there 
is no way in which the 20 photographs sought can be identified 
by that Agency. The General Counsel commented that since the 
pictures had no relevance to the Lee Harvey Oswald cas i 
no identification was made at the tine they were displayed
