15, The student's first two lists of the CIA records disclosing in f976 £
what it swore to having to withhold under "hational security" in 1978 are_attachgd
as Exhibit 2, | | '

16. The content of Exhibit 3 (from which the CIA eliminated its Document
Numbér in xeroxing) discloses that the CIA has a station in Mexico. Page two
discloses sther "!national security" information,_that the FBI and the Wavy also
have representatives in Mexico. This is the precise information the CIA swore in
C.A. 77-1997 is always withheld under "national security' requirement. This same
"national security" information is disclosed repeatedly throughout the following

exhibits.




17. The first paragraph of Exhibit 4 again discloses the existence of
the CIA's Mexico City station and that the FBI and the Immigration and Waturaliza-
tion Service (INS) also have offices there.

18, The second paragraph of the CIA's memo to the FBI, ExhiBit 5, discloses
the CIA's operations in Costa Rica: ''Representatives of this agency in Costa

Rica ..." This again is precisely the kind of information the CIA swore in C.A.

'77-1997 that it must withhold:in the interest of '"mational security,ﬂ that it

operates in other countries, in this case Costa Rica.

19, The CIA's "Director" cable attached as Exhibit 6 discloses it has
representatives in England (Paragraph A) and Stockholth (Paragraph C) along with
other information it swore in C.,A, 77-1997 has to be withheld in the interest of
"national security,' the name of a newspaper. Paragraph A also discloses what
the FBI swore in C.A. 78-0249 must always be withheld, cooperation by the
authorities of these other countries, (These disclosures relating toAtHese
countries and to newspaper names are repeated in other exhibits.)

20, Nothing could be more explicit than Exhibit 7, the CIA's #85676,
in stating that it operates in México: ""According to our representative in
Mexico City ..." (Other records disclosed in 1976 use the same languége.)

21. Exhibit 8 discloses the name of a Mexico City newspaper; a "natienal
security' identifier requiring withholding, according to the CIA's affidavits in
C.A; 77-1997.

22. In its cable to its Mexico City station, Exhibit 9, the CIA discloses
the cooperation of Mexican authorities, which the FBl swore in C.,A. 78-0249 has
to be kept a national security "secret.'" This is still another of the CIA's

many 1976 disclosdres of the existence of its Mexico City station, never a secret

despite its affidavits.




23. Page 2 of Exhibit 10 discloses both FBl and CIA operations in
Megico, which the CIA swears has to be kept secret, . (Other Exhibits repeat this
and include other United States Agencies.)

24, Exhibits 11 and 12 both deal with one Mrs, Sylvia Duran. She was
supposed to have been a 1973 witness before the House Select Committee on Assassif'

nations but at the last minute was not available. In other records the CIA

"discloses gr eat interest in preventing Mexican police from roughing her up all

over again. Exhibit 11 refers again to "This Agency's station in Mexico...'vl
There is the same disclosure in Exhibit 12, which also reflects expected coopera=- .
tion from the Mexican authorities, ' 7 :

25. Exhibits 13 and 14 again disclose what the CIA swore in C.A. 77-1997
it would endanger ''national security" to ""disclose,' the name of a newspaper, an
"identifier' which could lead to the "disclosure" of the existence of the CIA's
station in Stockholm, Exhibit 14 passes the same information on to the White
House, adding to the disclosure of what the CIA swore in C.A. 77-1997 had to be
withheld the fact of the CIA's operations in England and its access torqfficial_
British records. |

26. Exhibit 15 is another CIA disclosure of its and FBI operations in
Mexico.,

27. Exhibit 16 provides another of those must-be-secret "identifiers,"
thé name of a bar which could "disclose" the city of the allegedly secret CIA
operations. The last page indicates that the CIA can retrieve information other
than as it represented in C,A, 77-1997; Its last word is -the directive,l“index.”

28. The student tabulated other previously disclosed CIA records she
noted on March 15, 1979, (Exhibit 17)

29. Page 3 of Exhibit 18 abounds in the CIA's 1976 digclosure of what it
>
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swore in 1978 it dare not disclose for fear of endangering the nation's security.
In the top paragraph on page 3 there is yet another disclosure of its operations
in Mexico City. The next sentence refers to the cooperation of the Mexican
police., |Immediately after that CIA Director Helms is quoted as saying that the

CIA's man was "under State Department cover.” Here there is another reference to

_ FBl and INS operations in Mexico City, The CIA Mexico City station is again

referred to at the bottom of this page and on the following page. Contrary to the -
sworn CIA representatlon§ in C.A. 77-1997, that to retrieve it must paw through
all its muititudinous—records, the comparatively primitive retrieval system of
14 years earlier is'descriBed'on‘the last page (paragraph numbered 12): '... any
information reposing in our files could be recovered by this machine rapidly and
efficiently.”. (This is another of the records not provided to me, one | obtained
from another requester.) .

30. In arguing against a newspaper account in Exhibit 19 the CIA.diSCIoses
its operations in Moscow. Here the CIA also confirms that the American official
to whdm Oswald spoke in the United States Embassy in Moscow was CIA. The last
paragraph discloses how readily5£he CIA can retrieve its information (ﬂbiograph%calii_
accéunt“) on writers who are critical of it., This is the exact opposite of its .
representations in C.A, 77-1997 on this identical question, of its retrieving
information about named writers, especially fhose critical of it, (This record
155 was.not provided to me by the CIA,)"

3{. Although the name withheld by the CIA is well and publicly known,
being availaEIe at the National Archives and the FBI'§ reading room, the'purpose
for attaching Exhibit 20 is to show that the CIA does indeed disclose “identifier§"
like the “Roosevel; Hotel," here adding I.'in Mexico Cfty“ for good measure. This

exhibit and Exhibit 21 are fairly specific in disclosing that the CIA was taking

)
pictures clandestinely in Mexico City.



32, If there had been any secrecy about where the CIA has stations abroad,
with regard to 10 CIA stations FBI Director Hoover ended that forever in his May
14, 1964, testimony before the Warren Commission. | use the “correcﬁed“ type-
script of the transcript rather than the version priﬁted by the Commission because
it shows that the testimony was carefully considered and drastically changed.
FBIHQ File 62-109060-3215X is this typescript.

33. Parts of the Hoover testimony were virtually rewritten. All the FBI's
top brass agreed that ''the court reporter did not record the Director®s testimony
accurately ..." (Exhibit 22) Any examination of the extent and nature of the
alterations in the testimony of the Director who was always right about everything
provides a separate means of evaluating the FBI's word about almost anything.

34, On typescript page 6537 (Exhibit 23) Hoover identified 10 countries
where the CIA has operations by identifying them with those countries in which
the FBI has 'Legal Attaches.'" All one need do Is examine public recordg, 1ike
the budget or the diplomatic list, to learn these 10 countries in which the CIA
has étatbods. Despite the CIA's affidavits in C.A, 77-1997 this has been public
since 1964, ‘

35. | did not Eee this typescript until March 19, 1979, when another
student working in my files called it to my attention,

36. However, while it reflects no ﬁore than public knowledge, Hoover's
1934 testimony constitutes disproof of the CIA's affidavits claiming the need to

withholé for the '""'national security" what Hoover as well as the CIA itself

disclosed.

of iis departure or his mode of trayal, 'The original assumption that
he had returned by kua could not e proven.

8. In connection with the Mexican phase of the investigation, mem-
bers of Mr. Ranxin's staff questionad Mir. Helms and Staff CHficevrrogacding
the extent of the CIA file on Tswald for the period 8 Cctoher to 22 November
1983. They questioned the sanitized extracts which they had bean shown
and wondered if there were not mora. Staff 0fFicer suremarizad the ma-
terials that had come to the attention of the Secret Yarvice, or had hean
disseminatad to the Secrat Service, immediately after the asgsasgination.
Staf€ 0fficer said there wag not additional substantive infermalicn and that
the sanitized version sean by the Commission constitutad the sum of our -
boldings. Rr. Helms then explainad that as a matter of practice we did
not release actual copies of cur ma3sages because thay contained code-
words-and digranhs which would be unintelligibls to a person not familiar
with them. He'added, however, that he would ke happy to show the file
with the orizinal messazes to any staff member of the Warren Commission
whno might come to visit him at nanglay.

8. The question of why no action-was taken by other agencies of
the governm:ent after their receipt of CIA information that Cswald was
In contact with the Soviet and Cuban Zmbassies in Mexico City was next
discussed, Mr. Ranidn and members of hiy staff clearly felt that this
was a cruclal question which needad careful review. They appeared to
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Lalieve that the information cn Lswald WAas unusual enouyn to have
caused recipients to take special measureas waich might concelyably
2ave lad to a closar scruting of Lee Harvey Cgwald and his movements.

1, On 28 February 1964 the Northern Virginia Sun carried an
article (see tab a) alleging -- among other things -- that "'State
Department records show that OSWALD had several meetings with
the CIA representative in the US embassy in Moscow. During thia
period, the assassin was seeking to renounce his citizenship. One .
State Department cable, No. 234, dated November 2, 1959, reports =
that OSWALD was interviewed by the CIA and other embassy officials."

- 2.. This allegation is absolutely unfounded as the following facts
bear out: ' .

a. The article cites a State Department "cable!
No. 234, dated 2 November 1959, Such "cable" probably
does not exist; however, the State Department despatch,
No. 234, dated 2 November 1959, from the US Embassy
in Moscow is no doubt the one which the article intended
to cite. That despatch carried the security classification

"Confidential". (See tab b).

b. That despatch contains no statement or inference
that Richard E. Snyder, the Second Secretary of the US
Embassy in Moscow, who talked with OSWALD on 31
October 1959, has CIA connection. Snyder's name is the
only name of a person mentioned who might have spoxen
with OSWALD. The only other US official whose name
was mentioned in that State Department despatch was
Edward L. Freers who signed the despatch as Gharge
& Affairs, ad interim. SO e
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c. Richard E‘.’Snydcr\"'(p'POB: 10 Dcccmp_g;;_lf)l_(zl_ —_—
Passaic, N.J.) applied for employment with CIA in )

S

June 1949 and submitted a complete PHS form at that
time. He entered on duty with CIA on 8 November 1949
as a GS-9 ($4600. 00 per annum). According to his
Personnel file (see tab c) he was assigned to OPC and
was slated to serve in Tokyo (the file contains no entry
showing that he actually served in Tokyo). He did,
however, serve in Heidelberg, beginning in March 1950.
While in Germany he apparently resigned effective

26 September 1950 in order to assume a position with
HICOG. There are no further entries in his Personnel
file. )

In March 1959 (probably just before SNYDER's
departure for Moscow), State requested that he be given two
weeks of the OBS Course (probably ORR's training in Sovxet
