No such record was provided in response o my PA reguest mné I hewve zeon nene
in any of the records provided from the field offices or FAIHQ.

This again raises questions of filings outside the files searched, If there
are such recoxds and thay are in other files the PBI can retrieve thom.

The FBI's dislike of my work is strong. Yet I have seen references to only two
of my seven books in any records provided, Particularly when it planned 4o have an
B4 front in a livel suit to "stop" me over my second book do I believe it is uinlikely
that no cther records relating to any of my subsequent work exist, especially the
third book, which is largely abou the retter the .FBIV found objectionable in the asecond,
and the last, wiich is even more pointed in its eriticiems of the ¥BI's record in
investigating the assassinatione

As I have infarmed you, the FEI's libraxy, according to records I have, was
in "Crime Records,” whether or not alsc clsewhere, I have received no records from
this or any other Division,.

I believe the searches were lnowingly inadequate and incomplete and appeal the
