This film

in part showed then Vice President Johnson's visit to Dallas,
Texas, during November, 1963, President Kennedy's arrival at
Carswell Air Force Base, Fort Worth, Texas, his speech at the
Fort Worth, Texas, Chamber of Commerce, and his arrival at Love
Fleld, Dallas, Texas, on November 22, 1963. The film also
showed part of the presidential motorcade prior to the assassina-
tion. The remaining £41lm frames on this reel as well as reel
number two were of events that took place in Dallas, Texas,
after the assassination of President Kennedy. Neither of the
two reels viewed show any assassination scenes. Reel number
two took approximately 24 minutes to view.
