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I trought the pistol away nﬁll holding the tutt and pointing it to the floor
&t arms length away from snyone. DBy this time there were 7 or 8 officers around
the scene including Detectives in plain clothes. I recognized Officer Bob
Carroll and handed the pistol to him; I was holding the surpect with my left

arm, The suspect wag then taken out of the theatre by, the assisting officers.

This waa the last contact >I had with the suspect. I marked the pistol and
