They were giving Oswald the "hu-mane" 3d degree. Relays of detect-
ives questioned him (in violation of 
the Supreme Court's subversive Mal-
lory Decision) hours on end, hoping 
to catch him in a ridiculous mis-
statement and eventually get +ha 
truth out of him.

On July 16, 1960, CAPSULE NEWS 

made the definite unqualified state-
ment that "whoever is elected this 
year will die in office". 

This is one of the many pieces of 
news in which this newspaper was days 
or months, and in this case 3 years, 
ahead of all other news media. It 
told of the missile build-up in Cuba 
nine months before President Kennedy 
said hs had "just heard of it".

Just as one can successfully pre-
dict that the earth will revolve in 
an orbit every 365i days, one can 
predict that an event of world shak-
ing interest and importance that has 
occurred every 20 years for 140 years 
will continue to occur.
