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SUBJECT stated that OSVALD had some funny ideas about
life. OSWALD seemed to feel that the world owed him something
and that it was unfair for someone to have more than him.

SUBJECT also said that he did not know JACK RUBY, nor did he
know oi any relationship between OSWALD and RUBY.
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
