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was holding his right hand with the gun in it. Officer Hutson had entered 

the rou behind the respect, and grabbed him around the nook and held him 

up. Servant G. L. Hill then took the gun. 

I got my handcuffs out and placed the cuff on his left wrist first, and 

then the other officers pulled his right arm behind hir, and I rlaced 

the right cuff onlhis wrist. 

The suspect was then walked out the north end of the aisle. Officer 'Walker 

and retective Bentley and Sergeant Pill, along with other officers, took,  

tha subject to a plain car in front of the theater and he was placed in 

this car and brought to the City Hall.
