for the leaking outto unauthorized personsof
secret and confidential information to the det -
riment of the United States,.

Klosson came into the State Department in
1945 and immediately was assigned with the
DivisionofResearchon U.S. S.R. and Eastern
Europe, doing highly confidential work., He
was promoted many times and worked his way
up to become Chief of the Research (Intelli-
gence) Division for U.S.S.R. On July 26,1959
he became First Secretaryofthe U. S, Embassy
in Moscow and atthe time ofthe report referred
to was Counsellor for Political Affairs.

Klossonis now Counsellor and Consul at the
U. 5. Embassy in Kingston, Jamaica, having
been assigned to this post October 14, 1962.
Klosson, who speaks fluent Russian, had been
reported by the F.B.I in an investigation
which showed derogatory information concern-
ing his background. In 1956 the late Scott
Mc Leod had reviewed his file and ""Klosson"
15 one of the names on his list of 847 secur-
ity risks in the State Department.

For conclusive evidence that Oswald was
not rehabilitated or ""relieved of his illusions
about the Soviet Union''as securityrisk Klosson
would have us believe, we submit the following
letter, writtenby Oswald to the Soviet Embassy
in Washington, D.C. less than two weeks be-
fore he murdered President Kennedy. It is
dated November 9, 1963, and states:

"I'his is to inform youofrecent events since

my meefings with comrade Kostin in the Embas-

sy of the Soviet Union, Mexico City, Mexico.
(Kostin is a high official in the K. G. B.)
'""ITwas unable to remain in Mexico indefinitely
because of my mexican visa restrictions which
was for 15 daysonly. I could nottake a chance
onrequesting a new visa unless [ used myreal
name, so Il returned to the United States,

'] had not plannedto contactthe Soviet em-
bassyin Mexico so theywere unprepared, had I
beenable to reachthe Soviet EmbassyinHavana
as planned, the embassythere would have had
time to complete our business,

"'Of course the Soviet embassy was not at

fault, they were,as I say unprepared, the Cuban

consulate was guilty of a grossbreachofregu-
lations, I am glad he has since been replaced.
""The Federal Bureauoflnvestigation is not
now interested in myactivities inthe progres-
sive grganization'Fair Play For Cuba Commit-
tee', of which Iwas secretary in New Orleans
(state Louisiana)since I no longer reside in
that state. However, the F.B.I. has visited
us here in Dallas, Texas, on November 1 st.

Agent James P, Haétywarned me that if I en-
gaged in F.P,C.C, activities in Texas the
F.B. L. will again take an'interest' in me.

'""Thisagentalso 'suggested' to Marina Nichi-
layeva that she could remain in the United States
under F.B.I. 'protection!, that is, she could
defect from the Soviet Union, of course, I and my
wife stronglyprotested these tactics by the no-
torious F. B, L :

""Please inform us of the arrival of our Soviet
entrance visa's as soon as they come.

""Also, this 1s to inform you of the birth, on
October 20, 1963 0of a DAUGHTER,AUDREY MAR -
INA OSWAILD in DALLAS, TEXAS, to my wife.
