Captain W, P, GANNAWAY receilved information that the SUBJECT
had made a statement that JACK RUBY was in the Allright Parking
Garage at 1208 Commerce on the afternmon of HNovember 23, 1963. That

JACK RUBY had made a telephone call and had asked for WES WISE at the

KRID T V Station, RUBY was reportedly told that W&S WiSE was not in
and that RUBY had then talked to a person named EN (fru). RUBY was
repcrted to have asked this person when LEE HARVEY OSWALD was to be
transierred from the City jail to the County jail and had stated to

this person, KEN, (fam), that he wanted to be there when the transfer

was made,

A KEN SCOTT. an artist gt KRID T V Station was interviewed
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and he stated that he had never received a telephone call from JACK
Ruby and that he did not talk to Jack Ruby on November 23, 1964,

One KEN SMART, who works the City Desk in the Dallas Times
Herald news room was interviewed and stated that he had only talked
to Jack Rubly one time in his life, that he could remember, snd this
was several months prior to November, 1963.
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interviewed and stated that the above two persons are the only ones
with the name 'XEN' that he knew and if there were others, they
would not be in position to receive telephone calls or dispense any

information regarding current events. Eddie Barker and Wes Wise both
stated that JACK RUBY had appeared at the scene of the assassination
on the afternnon of November 23, 1964, Wes Wise was at this location

in one of the XRID T V Mobil News Units and Jack Ruly came to the
side of the unit and engaged Wes Wise in conversation for more than
one half hour, discussing the assassination and Lee Harvey Oswald.
