Commission finding that there was no connection
between Lee Harvey Oswald and Jack Ruby in the
matter of the assassination.
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So far as I have been able to deter-
mine, the Warren Commission has explored fully
all available avenues of information and has left
no stone unturned in an effort to ascertain the full
truth. I have been considerably impressed by the
resourcefulness and exhaustiveness of its labors.
Based on the information gained from the investi-
gation, I have not the slightest hesitancy in concur-
ring in the conclusion of the Warren Commission
that
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(1) Lee Harvey Oswald was
the assassin of President Kennedy and fired
the shots that wounded Governor Connally,
and killed Officer J. D. Tippitt.

(2) The acts of Lee Harvey
Oswald were not pursuant to any conspiracy,
domestic or foreign, to assassinate President
Kennedy.
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It is with much satisfaction that I
note the findings of the Warren Commission that
Oswald was not subjected to any type of mistreat-
ment while in the custody of Texas officials and
that his constitutional right to counsel was fully
preserved.
