On one evening during this series of
meetings he was with a group of individuals including "BUDDY"
JENZER of Fairfield, Connecticut and ARTHUR IRWIN of Lima,
Ohio, Everyone in this group of some tyenty to twenty-five
men had been drinking heavily and conversations could only
be described as extremely "alcobholic.”

. On one occasion, "BUDDY" JENSEN made some remajk
to the effect that ROBERT WENNEDY would pever live to become
President, if he were nominated and elected, that someone
would probably shoot him., JENSEN did not say that he had
attended any meeting where this was discussed, nor was any
conversation recalled with reference to MARTIN LUTHER KING,

He does not recall any other remarks of JENSEN
apd does not recall discussing JENSENK'S remarks on 2 sub-
sequent trip to Jamaica, which be made accompained by other
men &t the conference,

Be paid absolutely mo atgention to JENSEN'S remarg
reganding EKENNEDY, since he was drinking heavily, as were
most of the men at the conference.

He described JENSEN as an "ultra conservative"”, a
ol American, and one who would have no part in the death
of KERNEDY or KING.
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
