The
Dallas police have put out statements on the Cosmunist
conspiracy theory, and it was they who ware in charge
when he was shot and thus silencad. '

J. The matter has been handled thuas far
with neither dignity nor convicticn. Facts have been
nixed with rumour and speculation. Je ean scarcely
let the world see ua totally in the image of the
Dallas police when our Presicent is murdered.

I think this objective may be satisfied
by making public as soon as possidle a complate and
thorouph F3I report on Oswald and the assassination.
This may run into the difficulty of pointing to in-
consistencies between this report and statements by
Dallas police officials. But the reputation of the
Bureau i{s such that it say do the whole job.
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The only other 3tep would de the appointeent
of a Presideatial Commisaion of unimpeachablae Persocnnel
to review and exanine the evidence and annocdace its
conclusions, This has both advantages and disadvantagus.
It think it capn await publication of the F8X report
