GUBA EXILE TELLS
0F OSWALD BOAST

Reports He Said He Would
Aid Castro Against U.S.

NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 26—
A Cuban exile leader said to-
night that Lee H. Oswald had
boasted that if the United States
attempted an invasion of Cuba,
he would defend Fidel Castro.

The accused assassin of Pres-

ident Kennedy made the state-
ment in a conversation with an
anti-Castro Cuban who was
posing as a Castro supporter,
according to Carlos Bringuier,
New Orleans delegate to the
Cuban Student Directorate,

The Directorate, based in
Miami, is an exile organization
that describes its mission in the
United States as telling the
truth about the Castro regime.

The authorities have already
learned that Oswald, during a
summer in New Orleans before
going to Dallas, tried to join
the anti-Communist group. Mr.
Bringuier regarded Oswald with
suspicion and later saw him dis-
tributing pro-Castro literature.

Oswald, an acknowledged
Marxist, was arrested by the
police last F'riday, shortly after
the assassination of the Presi-
deat in Dallas. On Sunday he
was shot and killed by a Dallas
resident as he was being trans-
ferred from one jail to another,
Before his death, he denied
murdering the President.

Mr. Bringurer, a 29-year-old
Havanan who manages a dry-
goods store here, said Oswald
walked into the store last Au-
gust and inquired about the
exile organization.

“He said he wanfed to help
me,” the Cuban gaid in an in-
terview.

The agent said he had told
Oswald he was interested in the
Fair Play for Cuba Committee.
It was the committee’s litera-
ture that Oswald was handing
out on Canal Street. (Fair Play
for Cuba Committee officials
have said Oswald was not a rep-
resentative of the group but,
might have had access to mate-
rials.)

The agent told Oswald he was
a Cuban, but he implied he was
not an anti-Castro Cuban.

The agent gave some of the
conversation as follows:

Agent: “What is your plan,
and the Fair Play for Cuba
Committee’s plan, in relation
to Cuba?”

Oswald: “Because of the im-
perialist = propaganda, Fidel
Castro is being blamed as a
criminal. But that is not true,
because in Cuba all the people
are for Fidel Castro. There is
only a minority group that
doesn't adjust —agree—to the
socialist and Marxist regime.
