Warren on the Warren Commission Report

Chief Justice Earl Warren isn’t overly perturbed
by the continued criticism of the way the War-
ren commission conducted its investigation of
the Kennedy assassination. The 75-year-old
chairman of the investigating panel tells friends
that there will always be unanswered questions

but that the evidence overwhelmingly supports'
the conclusion that Lee Harvey Oswald was
the sole killer of President Kennedy.
