He also mentioned the pos-
sibility of using a rifle to kill
the president when he came
onto a White House balcony.
The man said that although
November was the wrong
time of year for this, “if he
comes out during pleasant
weather on the veranda you
could pick him off from a
hotel across the way.”

“JFK KNOWS’

The conversation about|
methods of killing the Presi-
dent is sketchy and not spe-
cific. The reference to the
existence of a plan to assas-
sinate Kennedy “follows the
comment of the man that
Kennedy “knows he is a
marked man--sure he does.”
Asked if an assassination is
planned, the man answers,
“oh yes, it's in the works.”

The man refers in the
recording to a “Brown”
whe is not otherwise iden-
tified except as an appar-
ent organizer of a “consti-
tutional party.”

The man calls “Brown” a
person who ‘“operates
strong,” and then refers to
the still unsolved bombing
of a Negro church in Birm-
ingham, Ala., Sept. 15, 1963,
in which four children were
Killed and 19 people injured.

“From the way he talked
to me there is no question
in my mind - that he knocked
off the children in Birm-
ingham,” the man said o!
