WASHINGTON — George 
de Mohrenschildt, a friend of 
Lee Harvey Oswald who 
killed himself Tuesday, said 
he and Oswald were hired 
by Cubans and DaHas oilmen 
to assassinate President Ken- 
nedy, a Dutch journalist said 
today. ~ : 
The journalist, William 

Altmans, was a friend of de 
Mohrenschildt. He revealed 
de Mohrenschildt's remarks 
in interviews with the Asso- 
ciated Press and the NBC 
Radio Network. 
Oltmans is expected to tell 

his story to House Assassin- 
ations Committee investiga- 
tors today in Washington. 
NBC quoted Oltmans as. 

Saying the Cubans were en- 
listed by “the Dallas con- 
spiracy” because the Cubans 
“had a blood debt to settle — 
they thought President Ken- 
nedy had betrayed them at 
the Bay of Pigs," 
Olimans also was quoted 

as Saying that the “Dallas 
conspiracy” was composed of 
wealthy oil men and a truck- 
ing firm executive “who 
wanted the President killed.” 

CASH FOR OSWALD? 
The NBC report said that 

Oltmans will tell the commit- 
tee today that the conspira- 
tors hired Oswald, “promis- 
ing to pay-him a large sum 
of mtoney.” - 
NBC quoted Oltmans as 

saying that de Mohrenschildt 
was “also a, conspirator," 
and committed suicide rather 
than. “face being exposed as 
responsible for the assassin- 
ation. a 

“He told me he was in- 
volved—oh, very, very much 
involved,” Oltmans said of de 
Mohrenschildt to the ASSO- 
ciated Press. 
Olimans has previously 

Spoken with committee inves- 
tigators.. He told them, 
sources said, that Mchren- 
schildt confided in him: that 

he felt responsible for 
waid’s actions. 

On Wednesday, Rep. Rich- 
ard Preyer (D-N.C.), a mem- 

Os-- 

ber of the panel, called de 
Mohrensthitdt “the  erucial 
witness” in the committee’s 
work. 

Oltmans, who said he 
hopes to-seil his story to a 
magazine, said he gave the 
Heuse committee a 50-min- 
ute filmed Interview with de 
Mohrenschildt and a 45-min. 
ute taped interview with de 
Mohrenschildt and his former 
wife, both of whom were 
friends of Oswald. 

An investigator privately 
told the committee last 
month that de Mohrenschildt 
had divulged his knowledge 
of the Kennedy assassination 
for the first time to Oltmans. 

Robert Tannenbaum, in 
charge of the panel’s Ken- 
nedy investization, told mem. 
‘bers de Mohrenschildt “in- 
dicated that he was resnon- 
sible for Oswald's attivitv 
and that there were others 
involved who took part in the 
actual shooting of the Presi. 
dent.” ; 
“Oltmans said Kennedy was 
shot by Cubans, not by Os- 
wald, but he. refused to give 
details in the interview. 

Committee investigators 
have been looking 

possibility that Castro or- 
dered Kennedy’s death in' re- 
taliation for CEA plots aimed 
at him, 

Mobster John Roselli told - 
the Senate Intellicence Com- 
mittee last year that he and 
Chicago underworid- fizure 
Sam Giancana were recruited 
by the CIA to arrange Cas-. 
tro’s murder. Sources re- 
ported earlier this week that 
de Mohrenschildt was a CTA 
operative, 

A third mob figure, Sante 
Trafficante, was also im- 
plicated in the Castro plot. 
He involked the Fifth 
Amendment during question- 
ing last month ‘sefore the 
éSsassinations committee, 
Giancana was found shot 

to death in his Chicago home 
shortly before -he was to 
testify before the Senate 
panel. RoSelli’s decomposed 
corpse was found last year 
in an oil drum. floating in 
Miami’s Biscayne Bay.
