pal sponsoring group—has not! 
asked for a permit. 

A Justice Department offi- 
cial said that the department 
would like to allow the peace 
groups to demonstrate near the 
White House, perhaps on the 
Washington Monument grounds 
but was opposed to a demon-, 
stration in front of the White: 
House for “security reasons.” 

Antiwar demonstrators have 
Stated their decision to dem- 
onstrate in front of the White 
House as irreversible and main-. 
tain they need no permit “since; 
the President did not seek a! 
permit before he went into; 
Cambodia.”

| Officials of the New Mobiliza-; 

tion Committee announced plansi 
for the demonstration at a news:
