The surge of protest result- lunchtime crowd of about 1,000 

people, ing from the United Staes mili- 
tary action in Cambodia and 
the student deaths at Kent 
State swept up a growing num- 
ber of New York metropolitan 
area residents yesterday, both 
on and off the campuses. 

The city’s 1.1 million pupils 
in the public-school system 
were given the day off and in 
most colleges normal classroom 
activity was suspended, This 
was to allow students and fac- 
ulty members to work on pro- 

jects connected with the is- 
sues that sparked a new stu- 
dent activism this week. 

For many, the focus of ac- 
tivity was beginning to shift to 
Wa§hington, where thousands 
of people were planning to ga- 
theftoday either for the mass 
ray near the White House or 
forindividual action, such as 
seeking to meet with members 
of Gonegress.
