Attorney HOWARD would’be able to exercise a legal rignt of 
discovery of evidence to obtain photographs of the assassination 

of President KENNEDY, including photogsaphs taken after President 

KENNEDY died which would ‘show in detaii the wounds inflicted 

during the assassination.
