ters that Lee H. Oswald, accused
sleyer of President Kennedy,
sent to his mother while he was
ot his way to the Soviet Union
and five letters that he seut
while there.

The first letier was mailed
from New Orleans Sept, 19,
1959, at 5:30 P, M., according
to the postmark, to Mrs. M. Os-
wald at 3124 West Fifth Street,
Forth Worth,

Dear Mother;

Well, I have booked passage
on & ship to Europe. I would
of had to sooner or later and
I think Ita hest X go now. Just
remember above ali else that
my values are very different
from Roberts or your's, It is
difficult to tell you how I feel,
Just remember this is what I
must do. I did not tell you my
plans because you could harly
be expected to understand.

I did not see Aunt Lillan
while I weg here.

- I will write again as soon
as I land, ’ Lee,
The newt lgtter, addressed to
Mrs. Oswald at 1612 Hurley
Street, Fort Worth, Jutie 1,
1961, was sent by air in a sturdy
brown envelope on lined paper.
It was sent from Minsk.

Dear Mother

Well, I have pretty good
news We ghall reeclve our
visa's about the middle of
Febuary, which means we
may arrive in the U. S. about
the 1st of March give or-take
a month or so.

I would like you to do
something important for us,
get in touch with the Red
Cross in Vernon, ask them to
contact a organization, called
“International rescue commit-
tee” or any organizations
which aids persons from
abroad get resettled.

There are many such ot-
ganizations, ,

We need $800.00 for two
tickets from Moscow to New
York and from N. Y. to Texas.
. You show them the encloged
letter froin the American Em-
bassy. You can Tell the Red’
Cross that at this writing my
wife has been granted non-_

States, and that both of us
have now reivied Soviet exit
visa's to leave the Soviet
Union.

These visa's will be good
until the middle of April.

Tell them all outstanding
documentation has  been
allread resolved. We only need
the money for the tickets now.

Ask them to contact the
American Embassy, Moscow
for information and if they
send the money, to send it;
¢/o U. 8. Embassy, Moscow,
USSR

I want you to try to get
the money through some or-
ganization, and not try to col-
lect it yourself, alone.

Do not, of course, take any
loan only a gift. And Don't
send your own money.

Alot of such organizations
-exist which help people in our
case, 50 it won't do any harm
to take a try. ]

We recivied your Christmas
card with photo's they were
very good, both of us enjoyed
them very much, )

over in New York for a day
or so and alse Washington
D, C. for sightseeing.
