today, the two experts, Mark R. Weiss 
and Ernest Aschkenasy, emphasized that 
the 95 percent likelihood of a second gun- 
man also meant that there was about a5 
percent chance that the suspected gun- 
shot sound, unaccounted for earlier, was 
only a motorcycle backfire or some other 
noise. _ 

In a rare public response today, G.: 

House Select Committee on Assassina- 
tions, said ‘‘it is not true” that the two ex- 
perts had backed off in any way from 
their conclusion. ‘‘Everything we’ve had 
since their testimony tends to confirm 
it,” he said. 

The draft‘report alse says that immedi- 
ately after the assassination the Presi- 
dent’s brother Robert suspected that 
Jimmy Hoffa, former president of the In-

However, House investigators have no 
direct evidence that Mr. Hoffa or mob 
leaders conspired to assassinate the 
President, according to the draft report.
