
LBJ on Texas U Campus: 
A Wild Anti-War Melee

President Johnson was back in the White House today after being booed by anti- 
war demonstrators on his home grounds—the University 

State troopers arresied two 
20-year-old students when a wild 
melee broke out between police 
and 200 demonstrators outside 
the gymnasium of the university 
in Austin last night. 

, One of the youths tried to 
throw a pop bottle at the Presi- 
dential limousine, police said. 
Several witnesses denied it, 

ohnson was leaving the build- 
ing by a rear door at the time. 
He had dropped in wunan- 
nounced—through a side door 
as the demonstrators milled out 
front—for a testimonial dinner 
‘honoring Texas Gov. Connally 
on his 5lst birthday. 

“T want to thank you all for 
the very special welcoming com- 
mittee outside,’ ohnson told the 

600 dinner guests in passing 
reference to the protesters-— 
some in hippie garb. 

“I was looking at all those 
well-dressed demonstrators and 
I knew I was at the right 

| place,” the President said jovi- 
ally. _ 

One arresied youth said his 
father is an Air Force officer 
stationed near San Antonio. He 
said his placard reading “Wrong 
Time, Wrong Place, - Wrong 
War,” had bumped a state 
trooper by accident. Police said 
they mightc harge the youth 
with assaulting an officer. 

The other youth said he had 
inadvertently “yelled an  ob- 
scenity” wen a trooper shoved 
his friend. Both youths de- 
scribed themselves as University 
of Texas students. 

The campus chapter of the 
Committee te End the War in 
Vietnam apparently organized 
the demonstration without know- 
ing Johnson would be at the
