Detective Arthur Mandela, 
38, of Lamoka Ave., Egbertville, 
was cited today for his many in- 
ovations in the technical field 
of fingerprint and footprint 
identification. 

An expert in the Police De- 
partment’s Bureau of Crim- 
inal Identification, the i- 
year veteran of the force re- 
ceived first prize in the ninth 
annual Hundred Year Associ- 
ation Career Civil Service 
Awards. 

A $500 check was presented 
to Mandella by Mayor Lindsay 
al ceremonies in City Hall. 

The Island detective develop- 
ed a format to eode latent fin- 
gerprints and opened a new field’ 
of positive identification of new- 
born babies via “flexure creas- 
es” on the soles of their feet. 

His research in 1959 led to 
the identity of a baby which had 
been kidnaped from its crib in 
a Brooklyn hospital. His testi- 
mony at the trial of the kid- 
naper set a precedent in this 
country for this type of identi- 
fication.
