Revill told the Warren Com-
mission he had been examin-
g the Texas School Book De-
posifery building after the shoot-
ing, then returned to the city
jail basement and met Hosty,
unaware that any arrests had
been made.

Revill told the Warren Com-
raission Hosty said:

“Jack, a Communist killed
the President . . . Lee Harvey
Oswald killed President Ken-
nedy . . . He is in our Com-
munist file. We knew he was
here in Dallas . . . . We had in-
formation that this man was
capable” of the assassination.
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
