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_ GREGORY recalled that on cne cccasion when LEE COSVALD
came to his coffice in the Continental National Life Building, he
had some typewritten sheets of paper in his possession and
mentioned teo GHEGORY that he was working on writing a boo He

photograph of the factory where OSVWALD is repcrted to have been
enpleyed while in Rugssia. GREGORY never réad anything on these
sheets of paper, and, in fact, OSVALD nsver showed him all the
writings that he had. This was the only tire ke had ever talked
to OSWALD about writing a book, and he czuld not furnish any
information as to the contents of fhese sheeis ¢f paper.
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
