of these individuals were identical with the three per-
sons, including the individual she believed to be OSWALD, .

Mrs. ODIO added she did believe, however, she
could recognize ‘the individual who gave his name as
LEOROLDO. She indicated that the photograph of CELIO
CASTRO was similar to the appearance of:-LEOPOLDO but that
LEOPOLDO's hair line was receding at the temples. She
algso thought that the photo of CELIO CASTRO did not give
the Mexican appearance that she recalled LEOPOLDO to have.

, Mrs. ODIO stated she did not know anyone named
KIKI FERRER, or  FERROR, either resident in the apartment
building at 1084 Magellan Circle, where she resided, or
elsewhere. She stated there was a Cuban family of man,
wife and two children with the surname MASFERRER, who .
also lived in the Crestwood Apartments on Magellan Circle,
about 5 or 6 buildings down from the building in which
Mrs. ODIO lived. She said that on occasion the Cuban families- .

living in the Crestwood Apartments would have get-togethers

- and she recalled that on‘ one occasion the son of the

~aforementioned MASFERRER became involved in a fight with
another individual and the get-together deteriorated into

a general .disturbance to which the police were called.

She stated she did not know the first name of Mr. MASFERRER.

had attempted suicide ; the past week.

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In this archive to the murder of this Pregééenb, there are no original
documents. Xeroxed copies are used instedd. I have cited frequent
cases of illegibility that result. Here is what may be another problem,
in the present search for truth and in history, in the future. The
horizontal lines across this page are consistent with the laying of a
plece of blank paper across it. The blank paper would then mask what-
ever might have been typed or written underneath. There are other cases

where this happened (Exh;bitg 339& and 31%ﬁ, for example). Whether it
happened in this case we cannot know, in the absence of the original
document. When the murder of a President is investigated, and when
that subject, in a democratic society, must always be open to investi-
gation, such questions are impermissible and their existence and grounds
for their existence are in themselves suspect and impermissible.
