The third passenger was described as a white male, age 35 to
45 years. He was five feet, ten inches to six feet tall,
heavy build, dark hair.

COPORAN advised that subsequent to his imterview
with DAVID VWILLIAM FERRIE, he, COPORAN, talked with EOB
MULHO&&&&Q\QI the NBC News who was inm Dall&s Texas, coverimg
the OSEALD news story and he, COPORAN, commemted to MULHOLLAND
on the TV news report that a night club entertaimer bad alleged
that OSWALD had beem im the might club operated by RUBY.
COPORAN stated that he and MULHOLLAND speculated as to the
possibility that the might club entertaimer amd DAVID WILLIAM
FERRIE of New Orleams could have had a mutual conmection;
