Weisberg stated "Lee Harvey Oswald did not kill anyone",.
He claimed Oswald did not know that he was part of a conspiracy
but was used as a patsy and made to seem responsible. Weisberg
claimed the persons who were responsible for the assassination
of President Kenned 3 were members of the®CIA,’ Iilitary
Industrial Complex,

Weisberg claimed the Warren Commission, according
to its own findings, proved beyond doubt that the act of the
assassination was beyond the capacity of any one man, therefore,
the assassination was a conspiracy. &

Weisberg attempted to tie in the assassination of
Senator Robert F. Kennedy with the assassination of President
Kennedy and when he was asked why this was 80,’'he said that
Bobby had to be killed so that those who killed President
Kennedy could get away with it., He stated that if Bobby
Kennedy became President, he would have had to look into the
assassination since he was such an effective spokesman against
the present Vietnam policy, that if he had to be killed "any-
way", the sooner it was done, the less harm he (Bobby) could
do to the CIA Military Industrial Complex.'
