China cannot remain idle 
and do nothing in the face 
of the ever increasing nu-
clear t reat posed by the 
United tates. 

China is-  forced to con-
duct n• lear tests and de-
velop n• clear weapons. 

The i hinese government 
has co sistently advocated 
the c•mplete prohibition 
and th rough destruction 
of nude weapons. Should 
this h e been realized, 
China n•ed not have devel-
oped th nuclear weapon. 
But thi position of ours 
has me the stubborn re-
sistance of the U.S. imper-
ialists. 

The Shinese government 
pointed out long ago that 
the tre ty on the partial 
halting •  if nuclear tests 
signed •y the United 
States, ritain and the So-
viet Un on in Moscow in 
July, 19 , was a big fraud 
to fool e people of the 
world, t at it tried to con-
solidate the nuclear mo-
nopoly eld by the three 
nuclear owers and tie up 
the hands and feet of all 
peace-lov ng countries, and 
that it of only did not 
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decrease but had increased 
by nuclear threat of U.S. 
imperialism against t h e 
people of China and of the 
whole world. 

T h e U.S. Government 
declared undisguisedly 
even that the conclusion of 
such a treaty does not at 
all mean that the United 
States would not conduct 
underground test s, or 
would not use, manufac-
ture, stockpile, export or 
proliferate nuclear weap-
ons. The facts of the past 
year and more fully proves 
this point. 

During the past year and 
more, the United States has 
not stopped manufacturing 
various nuclear weapons on 
the basis of the nuclear test 
which it had already con-
ducted. Furthermore, 
seeking for ever greater 
perfection, the United 
States has, during this 
same per i o d, conducted 
several dozen underground 
nuclear tests, and therby 
perfecting the nuclear 
weapons it manufactures. 
In stationing nuclear sub-
marines in Japan the 
United States is posing a 
direct threat to the Japa-
nese people, the Chinese 
people and the peoples of 
all other Asian countries. 
Sees Germans Arming 

The United States is now 
putting nuclear weapons 
into the hands of the West 
German revanchists 
through the so-called mul- 
tilateral nuclear force and 
thereby threatens the se- 
curiy of he German Dem- 
ocrak Republic and the 
other East European So-
cialist countries. 

T.r.S. submarines carrying 
Polaris missiles with, nu- 
clear warheads are prowl-
ing the Taiwan Straits, the 
Tonkin Gulf, the Mediter- 
ranean S e a, t h e Pacific 
Ocean, the Indian Ocean 
and the Atlantic Ocean, 
threatening 	everywhere 
peace-loving countries and 
all peoples who are fighting 
against imperialism, colo-
nialism and neocolonialism. 

Under such circumstances, 
how can it be consid-
ered that the U.S. nuclear 
blackmail and nude 
threat against the people o 
the world no longer exist

United States?

The development of nu-
clear weapons by China is 
for defense and for 
protecting the Chinese 
people from the danger of . 
the United States launch-

any time and under any 
circumstances be the first . 
to use nuclear weapons. 

The Chinese people 
firmly support the strug- 
gles for liberation waged 
by all oppressed nations 
and the people of the 
world.

If those countries in 
possession of huge quan- 
tities of nuclear weapons 
are not even willing to 
undertake not to use them, 
how can those countries 
not yet in possession of 

, them be expected to be-
lieve in their sincerity for 
peace and not to adopt 
ossible and necessary de-
ensive measures?
