Meanwhile, a stepup in the 
Vietnamese war was indi-
cated by four major en-
gagements with the Commu-
nist-led Viet' Cong on 
Thursday, and Friday. 

Government forces mauled 
the foe in two battles and 
suffered reversals in -two. Up 
to nightfall a total of 84 Viet 
Cong and 37 government dead 
bad been reported. 

Fighting was reported still 
ranging at dusk today in the 
southern delta region, where 
Vietnamese airborne units 
caught a major Viet Cong 
force, killing at least 44 of 
the guerrillas, American 
sources reported. 

On Thursday, two Red 
battalions attacked an army 
outfit in Hau Nghia province 
about 40 miles northwest of 
Saigon and Viet Cong units 
penetrated a village near 
Phuoc Vinh, in Phuoc Thanh 
province. 

At Hau Nghia, 26 govern-
ment soldiers were killed, 11 
wounded and 11 were re-
ported missing. The Reds  

killed six Vietnamese soldiers 
and six others were missing 
in the Phuoc Vinh action. No 
mention was 'made of Viet 
Cong losses in either of the 
attacks. 

The government said the 
Viet Cong suffered 40 dead in 
the third clash, near Due 
Hue, 30 miles north- of Sai-
gon. Five government troops 
were killed and 10 wounded 
there.
