Young Oleg attended Sid-
well Friend's School, Class of 
1937, where he was voted the 
most popular .boy in the se-
nior class, and spent a year 
at. Swarthmore College out-
side Philadelphia before re-
turning to Moscow to com-
plete his education. 

Meanwhile, his father and 
mother were throwing lavish

There were rumors 
that he was a victim -of the 
purges of Joseph Stahri, but 
he lived on in-  xelative- ob- 
scurity in 	 his 
death in 1955. 

Oleg was next heard from 
in the United States in 1955, 
when he served as translator 
for V. M. Molotov then 
Foreign Minister. But it was 
the intensive television 
coverage of Khrushev's visit 
here that placed Oleg in the 
spotlight.
