The Soviet message at-
tacked the United States for 
"intervention in South Viet-
Nam and the Dominican Re-
public. It endorsed what it 
called the "national liberation 
struggle of the oppressed 
peoples of Asia, Africa and 
Latin America." 

The State Department said 
the Soviet message contained 
"mistakes and distortions of 
fact, especially in regard, to 
the U.S. role in Viet-Nam."

The State Department said 
yesterday that U.S.-Soviet co-
operation has been "rendered 
difficult" by Communist sup-
port of "wars of national 
liberation." 

"While World War II dem-
onstrated the possibilities of 
cooperation between the So-
viet-Union and Western de-
mocracies," the Department 
said, "such cooperation has 
been rendered difficult by the 
Communist policy of support 
for interference and subver-
sion under the guise of so- 

tion. It is this policy which 
threatens the peace of the 
world today." 	- 

The statement added: "We 
continue, however, to make 
clear our desire to cooperate 
with the Soviet Union and 
other states in efforts to as-
sure peace and welcome any 
constructive proposals for so-
lution to problems which be-
set the world."
