(AP) — Senate Democratic 
Leader Mike Mansfield praised 
the Nation's press today and 
said it must continue to re-
flect the truth as it sees it, 
"not as it is reflected in the 
retina of 'official position."'

must be no forced conver- 
gence in the name of a na-
tional unity." 

That kind of unity, he 
added, "is not a source of 
strength. Rather, it is a source 
of a dangerous and delusive 
weakness." 

In a commencement speech 
prepared for delivery at 
Clarke College, Mansfield 
said it is the basic task of the 
press to ask incisive questions 
"which in a democracy need 
to be asked by the people and 
answered by their govern-
ment." 

The Montana Democrat said 
this was the case in Viet-Nam 
and the Dominican Republic, 
where "the press provides the 
impetus and stimulus for a 
searching and continuing pub-
lic debate which is likely to 
go on and should go on until 
there is a satisfactory reso-
lution' of critical national 
questions." 

Mansfield injected his re-
marks about the press into a 
speech largely devoted to the 
role of women in today's so-
ciety as he addressed the 
graduates of the Liberal Arts 
College for Women. Mrs. 
Mansfield, who attended 
Clarke College for three 
years and was graduated from 
St. Mary's of Notre Dame, re-
ceived an honorary doctor of 
laws degree at the cere-
monies.

Douglas Sees Waste 
In 'Military Ventures' 

WOODSTOCK, Va., May 29 
(AP) — Supreme Court Jus-
tice William 0. Douglas said 
today the Government has not 
spread democracy over the 
world, but has "wasted most 
of the years since World War 
II in vain military ventures." 

Speaking at the 66th com-
mencement at Massanutten 
Military Academy, Douglas 
said, "Our armament program 
abroad has largely resulted in 
increasing strength of totali-
tarian regimes run by feudal 
kings and feudal families."
