investigation intd the assassi-
nation of President Kennedy.
Garrison had termed Ferrie's
death apparent suicide.

A chemical analysis of Fer-
ries blood’, urine and skin was
negative for the presence of al-
cohol, drugs and poison, Chetta
said.

Chetta disclosed he had been
contacted by a physician who
had treated Ferrie.

“This doctor told me he had
treated Ferrie for high blood
DPressure and recently for a
gastro-intestinal disturbance,”

" Chetta said. “The doetor said;of

he found Ferrie unduly dis-
turbed and depressed and said
Ferrie spoke about suicide.
