Burnes charged Cancler as a
fourth offender, a count carry-
ing imprisonment of from 20
years to life.

Last week Cancler received a
six-month sentence, plus a $500
fine angd a year in prison if he
fails to pay the fine. He was
cited for contempt of court for
refusing to testify concerning
televised statements he made in
connection with the Garrison in-
vestigation. The sentence was
imposed by Judge Bernard J,
Bagert,

Brener said he would appeal

Cancler was convicted in
February of simple burglary
but asked for a new trial after
producing a Parish Prison in-
mate who confessed to the bur-
glary.

‘Brener has asked for a new
trial on the basis of significant
new evidence, the confession hy
Donnell Carroll, who said he
had burglarized the house with
a friend, known to him only as
“Wolf.”
