Dear Sir: 

I have been informed by the House of Representatives that the Select 

House Coumiittee on Assassinations has ceased investigation of the assassina-

tion of President Kennedy. My client, Mr. Edwin A. Walker, sought to cor-

rect what appeared to him to be an error in that proceeding. However, 

because the proceedings have ended, it does not appear possible to do that. 

However, Mr Walker has written a letter to the Attorney General expressing 

his reservations on the accuracy of this investigation from his own personal 

knowledge of an attempt by Lee Harvey Oswald to assassinate him. Mr. Walker 

has attempted to inform the Select Committee of his opinion with regard to 

their error; however, for whatever reason the Committee staff refused to 

reply to him. 

His essential concern is the Committee received and displayed on 

national television a substitute bullet for that which Mr. Lee Harvey 

Oswald fired at Mr. Walker some six months before he assassinated President 

Kennedy. At the time Oswald' attempted this assassination, Mr. Walker either

was or had been a candidate for Governor of Texas. The attempt against his 

took place on April 21, 1963, and was investigated by the Dallas Police 

Department. The spent bullet in question was retrieved.  by a police officer 

and shown to Mr. Walker who held it in his hands and examined it. 

Mr. Walker spent over thirty years as a career Army officer and was 
involved in combat in World War II to a substantial extent. In addition 

to his combat experience, he was highly decorated, rose to the rank of 

Fajor General., and was designated by General Eisenhower to accept the sur-

render of the German forces in Norway in 1945. It is more probable than

Robert Blakey Committee on Assassinations is a ridiculous substitute 

-for a bullet completely mutilated by such obstruction, baring no 
resemblance to any unfired bullet in shape or form. 

saw the hunk of lead, picked up by a 'policeman in my house, 
and I took it from him and I inspected it carefully. There is no 
mistake. There has been a substitution for the bullet fired by 
Oswald and taken out of my house.' 

Lt is requested that you withdraw the substituted bullet from 
all records and files pertaining to the assassination of John F.'
