Letter sent to Klan members in Southern Califor-
nia announcing meeting which was to be addressed 
by "a man from Atlanta, Georgia", later identi-
fied as James Harvey.  
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THE KU KLUX KLAN LAUNCHES A "NEW ORDER"  

The Ku Klux Klan rides again, but under a "New Order". Klan organizers, 
in all parts of the country, are making strenuous efforts to arouse former 
followers of the Fiery Cross to action. Chief bait in the drive for member-
ship is a widely advertised "Million Dollar Americanization Program" of the 
Knights of the Midnight Mystery. 

On one side, organizers claim that the Klan intends to do its share to 
foster unity; on the other, they use all the old devices for stirring up hate 
and intolerance. Chief target at the present moment is the United Service Or-
ganization because, as a Klan organizer stated, "it is run by the Catholics 
and the Jews, and the only white organization connected with it, though it has 
little influence, is the Salvation Army". 

"The Fiery Cross", official publication of the Knights of the Ku Klux Klan, 
carried in its July, 1941, issue a front page banner-line: "Million Dollar 
Americanization Program Launched by Convention of Ku Klux Klan - To Carry The 
Message Into Every City, Town, Village, Crossroads -- Klonvokation Unanimously 
Approves Campaign to Raise 14,000,000 to Use in 'Battle to Save America'" (il-
lustration on page 5). The lead of the article, under this caption, states: 

A new spirit of de-
votion to God and Amer-
ica was evident in the 
Knights of the KU Klux 
Klan in the Imperial 
Klonvokation Saturday 
morning, JUne 7th, as 
the representatives of 
the millions 0,/ 
people in the United 
States stood with tears 
in their eyes and 
pledged sacrificial 
service to "Save Amer-
ica" from the enemies 
working to destroy 
our country. 

The Klonvokation 
_unanimously approved 
a resolution (illus-
tration on page 5) pro-
posing a "Million Dol-
lar Americanization 
Program" and a few min-
utes later, following 
the appeal of the ln- 
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pert al Wizard, marched to the platform and placed cash contributions on 
the table as the start in a nati on-wide campaign to raise and spend 
$1,000,000 during the next twelve months to acquaint the American people 
with the dangers in our country, and appeal to them to present a solid 
front against the forces attempting to destroy America. 

The Knights of the Ku Klux Klan intend to ride on the crest of the wave of 
patriotism and unity for defense. A long-winded "patriotic" telegram was dis-
patched to President Roosevelt, by the Klansmen assembled in Klonvokation, to 
inform him: 

We have unanimously pledged the entire membership of our Organiza-
tion throughout the nation to support unqualifiedly any plan, program 
or procedure of our Government intended for the protection and defense 
of our country. As evidence of good faith and in an endeavor to pro-
mote national unity, our organization has perfected and is now launch-
ing a public Americanization Program. ahts program is designed to im-
press on every inhabitant the imperative necessity of putting aside 
all political, sectional or other differences and disagreements, and 
uniting whole-heartedly and vigorously in an all-out support and de-
fense of our Constitution, azr Governmen t, and our American institu-
tions and way of 1 ife.... 

This fight is not to be confined within the walls of our meeting-
halls, but is to be carried publicly to the workers in the factories, 
to the students in the schools and colleges, to employer and employee 
alike in the cities, towns and hamlets 

To lend a patriotic flavor to the July issue of The Fiery Cross, the edit-
ors published pictures of Imperial Wizard James A. Colescott and President 
Roosevelt under the caption: "National Leaders Working For Defense of America" 
(illustration on page 5). However, perusal of the remainder of the issue re-
veals that the Klan has not changed its policy. Thousands of copies of this 
issue were ordered above the usual amount* These are to be distributed among 
potential Kluxers as propaganda ammunition. 

Several days ago*  Southern California Klansmen received the following com-
Inication (illustration on page 1): 

&teemed Klansmen: There is a man here from Atlanta, Ga., to meet 
with a group of old card members with a plan to reorganize the state 
of California. WO will meet in the hall of Los Angeles Klan 441, se-
cond floor at 845 South .Figueroa Street, Los Angeles. Sunday, July 
13, at 2 P.M. The meeting will be for card members ONLY. Please no-
tify everyone you can reach. 

Holy Terrors/ Theytre At It Again/  

Promptly the Holy Terrors -- as Klan members are addressed during the Ku 
Klux ritual -- assembled and were introduced by C. Earl Snelson to James Harvey, 
the "man from Atlanta". Snelson, Grand Dragon for the State of California for 
the past three years, offered his resignation. Harvey, who stated that he had 
just finished reorganizing the Ku Klux Klan in the states of New York, Florida*  
Indiana and Illinois, will take Snelson's place. As soon as the Klan in Cali-
fornia is reorganized, Harvey intends to follow the same procedure in Oregon and 
Nashington. 

Harvey told the Southern California Klansmen of the progress the organiza-
tion is making in many states in the Union. He asserted that the Klan's largest 
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membership is in the state of New York; Florida ranks second, and Illinois, 
Indiana, Colorado, follow in the order namedo 

Harvey announced that there will be a new order in the Klan. There will 
be no public demonstrations, no burning of crosses, no night riding. "We 
must organize in secret," he said. "Only after we have become strong within, 
will we take action in public." 

Harvey reported the Klan's decision to start a Million Dollar Americaniz-
ation Program, and asserted that a high government official from the state of 
Florida (his name is known to NHS) has made a large donation (the amount is 
known to NRS) to start the ball rolling for the million dollar collection. 
All Klan members MUST "donate" $5.00 towards the fund. Some of the Klan 
lodges in Southern California have already pledged more than their per capita 
amount. 

The first expenditure will be the purchase of a sound truck, to be used 
in smaller cities to attract people to open meetings of the Klan. 

Once Harvey had finished speaking of the plans for the reorganization of 
the Klan and the Americanization program, he reverted into typical Klan ora-
tory: 

Things in this country have gone too far. The country's adminis-tration is run by Communists. True, we have pledged to back the Pres-
ident, but we reserve the right to withdraw our support when he steps 
outside the constitutional limits of his position as chief executive. 
When he does that, we will come forward and take over. 

Roosevelt's mad policy is driving this country towards inflation. 
Once it comes, the inflationary period of Germany will be nothing in 
comparison to what will happen here. Someone, some organization must 
be ready to take over the country when it finds itself in chaos, and 
we are best equipped to do it. 

Then followed a typical Klan exhortation pertaining to Americans of for-
eign birth, and to Jews and Catholics. Said Harvey: 

Here, in Southern Cal ifornia, is a fertile field for the Klan to grow. We must concentrate on the Motion Picture Industry which is 
controlled by the Jeue and the Catholics. 

Harvey urged his audience not to cooperate with the United Service Or-
ganization, nor to donate to it. He said: 

On the surface, the USO is good, but who is running it? The Jews 
and the Catholics -- and between the two of them they are fighting for 
control. Right now the Jews have a stranglehold on the Catholic:Is in 
this country. In Europe the Jews and Catholics are also fighting. the 
Catholics are backing the Axis and the Jews are backing England,  Sotr- 
ie Russia and the United States. We don't want any part of it. 

Harvey announced that he will devote the next few weeks to visiting the 
various lodges in Southern California to whip up the spirit of the Klan. 
From here he intends to go to San Francisco, where the same procedure will 
be followed. Before departing for the northern states, Harvey will call a 
secret mass meeting which will have two purposes: to raise further money 
for the Americanization program, and to acquaint the Holy Terrors with lat-
est Klan policy. 
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The Call of the Klan 

A check-up with NRS correspondents, in the states which Harvey claims to 
'lave reorganized, revealed that the Klan is indeed becoming more active. Typ-
cal is a report from our Florida correspondent: 

In Miami, Chief of Police Leslie H. Quiggs, Sheriff Dave C. Coleman, and 
many other public officials, make no bones about the fact that they belong to 
the Ku Klux Klan. They have even gone so far as to approach advertisers to 
secure support for their publications. 

One of the most active Klan leaders in Florida is S. G. Morrow, Jr., an 
attorney with offices in the Ingraham Building in Miami. Morrow is known for 
his many outbursts of intolerance which in tone equal those of Julius Streich-
er, Hitler's chief Jew-baiter. To prove NRS' contention that Morrow is an ac-
tive Klan official, we reproduce herewith (on page 5) a photostatic copy of a 
"Fiery Summons" of the Klan, signed by Morrow. The constitution of the Klan 
provides that when such a summons is issued, Klan members absolutely must at-
tend; no excuse is accepted. 

During a recent political campaign, the Miami Klan put on a special demon- 
.;ration against the negroes, hangings  in effigy, a colored voter. The cam-

paign, designed to frighten colored people away from voting, reached its cli-
max the night before election. A group of negroes had met at a Baptist Church 
to discuss the merits of the candidates, and as they left the church they were 
greeted by a menacing Klan parade. Ropes for lynching were dangling from the 
doors of automobiles which rode in the parade. Huge crosses were burned in 
the center of the business section. There are all indications that the cooper-
ation of city officials was enlisted in this demonstration, because at a given 
signal, all city lights were extinguished. A minute or two later, they went 
An again to reveal Klansmen stationed in full regalia at every street corner 
in a certain section of the city. 

Recently, a Bill was introduced in the State Legislature against the dis-
tribution of literature designed to create religious intolerance. It passed 
unanimously in the House. When it came to the Senate, one of the most influ-
ential Florida politicians unofficially polled the Committee considering the 
'11, and found that the majority was in favor of it. In spite of this, he re-
ported that the Committee had defeated it. This political trickery occurred 
three days before closing of the session, and as a result the Bill was killed. 

Reports from other cities are of similar nature. In Pennsylvania, small 
circulars (illustration on page 5) were scattered far and wide, urging those 
people to join the Klan who believe in a "pro-Protestant, Christian, white, 
militant organization". 

Using the Million Dollar Americanization Program as patriotic camouflage, 
Klan organizers expect people to readily follow the Fiery Cross. Actually, 
the Klan leaders' aim is -- as so boldly proclaimed by James Harvey -- to "take 
over the country", when it finds itself in chaos. This state of affairs is to 
be brought about by duplication everywhere of acts of terrorization as they 
still prevail in the South. It is no coincidence that the Klan strategy 
closely follows the pattern of National Socialism's plan for the "New order". 
Warned in time, Americans will be prepared to deal appropriately with James 
Harvey and men of his ilk.
