There ere other points in Frezier's testimony thet sddress the intentions of
the Commission snd its staff, the honesty of the deposition, the dishonesty
of the Report and a number of other elements all consistent with thse misrep-
presentation of Oswald. For exemple, on their arrivsl at the TSBD "ebout eight
or 10 minutes before eight”(T-P):

He parked tke car end sst there charging thebattery

"Lee stood there weiting", remembered Frazier,"But then he walked
off and I never ceught up with him. ...

"Did yop see him enter the bullding?", querled Alcock,

"Yes, I 4id", said Frezier."I sew him enter the book depository
several times,"

411 ofthis is inconsistent with the testimony thet was elicited by the Wc,
and it seems only becsuse the Commission found thi: testimony uncongenial.
