The of the "Manipulation for the Masses" chapter you sent is, I think,
quite goods I° cularly enjoyed the Haig opening. There are a few questions.

Page 1, penult. line, was Reagan actually "neur death?" My recolltion nay be
wrong but I believe the doctors did not so believe. If I am correct, might you
preceed this with "possibly," making it read "possible near death "

Page 6, last graf — the FBL never accepted the autopsy report and, in fact,
declined a copy when it was offered by the Secret Service. It continued to dié-
agrec with a basic concousion of that report and insisted upon the error of the
two agents it had at the autopay. I suggest that you replace "unquestioned
aceptance" with "handling of," or"attidude towmrd and handling of."

At the end of this page I sugmest thatx you begin the next section with LRJ's
desire to have “oover do a book answering the critics, which is what actually trig-
gered what followed. All that you report followed Fortas' visit to the FUI as LBJ's
messenger. What you say about Yeloach at the top of 7 is correct but it was all
handled for him by the staff under him. My recollection is not clear on whether the
ploy waa Deloach's idea. I think it was Wick's, approved by Deloach and all others,
up to and including Hoover. and rather than a mere "messenger” : the letter
to 5id Epstein, it was Wick, who was what the FBI calls "the Number " man in that
office. He reported back at each step and the FBI records include the times. I also
believe that Wick drafted all the stuff. That LBJ wanted oover to do a book fits
in well with what you follow with, Bishop's book. ’

If you do not mind adding o few words, you can greatly strengthen the
penult. graf on 11 with direct quotation of what Bishop wrote and DeLloach amended
and juxtaposing the truth, that Revill told the literal truth, losty and the FEX
lied, end the violénce of which %t know Osvwald to be capable was bombing the I'lI's
Dallas office.
