Still, without knowing exactly why or how,
riots were provoked and exploited in Rochester,
Philadelphia, Los Angeles, and laterin Chicago,
New York, Cleveland, St. Petersburg, and Oma-
ha. Each of them were immediately classified
by the press as caused by the poor living
conditions of the Negroes in said cities. How-~
ever, we see that the immediate spark that
precipitated each of those riots had no rela-
tion whatsoever with racial or economic-social
problems. In San Francisco, a Negro policeman
shot another Negro who was robbing a business
place one night, and the streets were ime
mediately filled with bands of Negro men
shouting, ‘‘Death to Whitey!'"" with which they
rally Negro support to ignite a riot among
mobs. In some instances, the master strategy
of these riots can be plainly seen. This is not
spontaneous reaction because of discrimination
or high temperatures. In one of the affected
cities a bullding was set on fire, and the
firemen rushed, as 1is their duty, to put out
the fire and save property and life. They were
shocked by the inhumanity of strategically
placed sharpshooters who kept them away from
the conflagration. This was not the case of an
enraged mob setting fire to a building; it was

., a2 planned operation by the ‘‘technicians’® who

ordered the fire and then emplaced snipers
around it in a typical guerrilia fashion, to
create confusion and chaos, the victims of
which later could be called ““martyrs.”’

The saddest part of this insurrectional pro-
cess is that those who instigate and direct
these riots are always safely away from the
path of bullets and the rest of the violence
which they create. We see mothers in search
of their children, innocent bystanders, and
children who have not yet learned the real
meaning of hate becoming victims of that
vioclence and those bullets. There are those
‘‘technicians” and mexrcenaries who openly
preach fer extreme violence. Cthers hide be-
hind the hypocritical call to ‘‘non-violence.”
Neither are trying to find solutions to prob-
lems but are seeking only to use martyrs
for their personal ambition, or further ex-
ploitation for the Black-Red revolution.

What do these ‘techniciuns’ want?

These ‘‘techniclans’ are looking for the
confrontation of races, but only because they
know that this is the only way In which they can
break down the strengrh and forritude of this
nation, the first step to overcome the U,S.A.!
