Kennedy, called on the committee to ar-
range for computer enhancement to bring
out more details on the film, _

The panel, which is winding up a two-
year, $5 million investigation, appeared
headed toward endorsing the Warren Com-
mission’s conclusion that Oswald alone
killed Kennedy.

Witnesses already have explained away
an assortment of suspicious film images —
including one pointed out by Groden — as
shadows and tricks of light.

The newly uncovered 8mm film — shot
with a wide-angle lens by Bronscn, an
Ada, Okla., metallurgist six minutes be-
fore the assassination — shows what ap-
pears to be movement involving vague
images at three sixth-floor windows.

“We have here photographic evidencz:
. . .this isnew . . .that there were indeed
two people there,” Groden said.

The sharpest of the images — and they
were far from clear — were at the window:
from which the Warren Commission said
