The newspaper said Ifs investigation
of alleged political “dirty tricks” also
disclosed that a listening device was
hidden in a plastic plant during a 1970
meeting of Hartke's financial chair-
men. -

Hartke was quoted as saying he re-
membered probelms with information
leaks prior to'the 1970 election.

The listening devices, some hidden
under desks, were described as small
transmitters with the ability to send
conversations on special frequency FM
radio bands.
